Early haul is in the history book. It was a little slow due to a couple of factors that were
beyond our control.

| want to take this time to remind people of the shoring policies listed in the PYC Log. Boat keels should be
blocked as close to the ground as practical. The blocking should be adequate to support the weight of the boat.
Keel blocking should be as large as practicable taking in conditions around the boat. If you are using jack stands,
two per side on boats under 26 feet and three per side on boats over that size. Pads a minimum of ¥z inch thick
should be placed under the jack stands to prevent them from sinking into soft ground. All pairs of jack stands
should be chained together with 3/16 inch chain to prevent movement. Remember to check your jack stands
about two weeks after haul. There will be some movement as the boats settle their weight. Also, check your
boats on a regular basis during the off season as freezing and thawing of the ground will cause movement. Don't
try to move jack stands without makings sure that your boat is stable.

Cradles are a little easier. Make sure that your cradle fit's the boat . Do not use cradle pads to raise or lower the
boat. Make sure that the cradle is blocked (if needed) to prevent the cradle from distorting or wracking and
damaging your boat.
